+  Allmanuscripts, except Book Reviews, should be submitted togeth-
er with two abstracts: one in Spanish and another in English (no
more than 150 words in length), as well as a list of key words (be-

institutional affiliation, and email address.

FORMATTING INSTRUCTIONS

+  Manuscripts should be single-spaced, in 12 pt. Univers font, justi-
fied text, with the first line indented 1 cm and without spacing be-
tween paragraphs.

+ Ifthe article contains tables and figures, the source should be includ-
ed and they should be attached as an editable file (Excel, Word, etc.).

+  Manuscripts should follow the Harvard quotation style and be in-
cluded in the body of the text, for example: (Sartori 2003, 14). The
quotation guidelines are available at: http://portales.te.gob.mx/
ccje/?q=revista_judicial/gu%C3%ADa-del-sistema-de-citas.

»  Clarifications should be included in footnotes, which should use 9
pt. Univers font and consecutive numbering.

+  Acronyms and abbreviations should be spelled out completely on
their initial appearance in text, followed by the acronym or abbre-

viation in parenthesis.
Texts that do not fulfill these requirements will not be accepted.
The manuscripts will be submitted to an editorial process that takes

place in several stages. First, all articles received are subject to a prelimi-
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nary screening by the Judicial Electoral Training Center. Manuscripts that
are relevant to the electoral field and that meet the formatting requirements
will be sent to a member of the Academic and Editorial Committee and to
an external specialist on the topic for review. The review process is anon-
ymous and received manuscripts can be: a) accepted without any chang-
es, b) accepted with minor revisions, c) accepted after mayor revisions or
d) rejected. In cases of conflicting evaluations, the manuscript will be sent
to a third reviewer, whose decision will be final. The results of the process
cannot be appealed.

If a manuscript is accepted for publication in Justicia Electoral, the au-
thor must transfer the copyright of the article, including the right to repro-
duce it in all forms and media and to distribute and disseminate it through
various means, exclusively for academic, cultural and non-profit purpos-
es, to the TEPJF.

During the editing process, the author must answer any requests re-
garding the article made by the journal.

Justicia Electoral is a non-commercial publication, which means that
the articles are not financially rewarded. The authors will receive 10 cop-

ies of the journal.
